4. CMHPSM Regional SUD Financing
· M. Irwin presented with the August financial report.  FY 14 final numbers will be presented at next month’s meeting.
· MI-Child is under negotiations to become Medicaid dollars.  

· For the SEMCA fee-for-service providers:  the panel of providers who are available will be maintained, but the providers on the list may or may not be actively providing services.
· The city of Ypsilanti has asked the Engagement Center to leave its current site due to zoning issues.  A new location has been identified (the former Hope Clinic near the Towner building), pending the city’s approval.

· The OPB is responsible for approving any PA2 fund expenditures, and will need to make decisions about any special initiative projects.

· OPB decided to create a policy and procedures for making and implementing PA2 funding decisions.  

· M. Scalera will bring a first draft of the policy and procedures back to OPB next month.

6. CA Brief Updates
A. Prevention
· Prevention RFP #1516:  there has been a request from SOS Community for an increase in funding.  The original request was for $99,794, but the SAAC ad hoc committee’s decision was to approve $30,000.

· D. Oblak provided the rationale for the ad hoc committee’s original decision to only fund for $30,000. 
· Based on information in SOS Community’s request for reconsideration, the ad hoc committee is now proposing an increase in funding by $20,000 up to a total of $50,000, with the understanding that the funding is provisional and contingent upon certain deliverables being met within specific timeframes.

· The final proposal for increasing funding for the SOS Community will come back to the next OPB meeting.

B. Treatment

· A. Marshall provided a written update.
· Monroe County:  staff is interviewing for an Access Specialist.  There’s been training for providers for the region’s electronic health record.  Everyone that was in treatment in September was continued in October.  There’s a corrective action plan for Rainbow Methadone.  

· There are 2 new Methadone clinics in the region, 1 in Livingston and 1 in Washtenaw.

C. Naloxone

· M. Scalera would like to review, with OPB, the initiatives happening in each county with respect to overdose prevention.

· Naloxone (an opiate-reversal drug) training is needed throughout the region.
