D. Oblak called the meeting to order at 9:35 a.m.

1. Introductions
2. Approval of January minutes and Approval of Agenda 
· Motion by Bill Green, supported by Kim Comerzan to approve the January minutes. Motion carried.
· M. Scalera requests an addition to the agenda under #4: Discussion on stipend for Board members.  Motion to approve the agenda as amended. Motion by Ralph Tillotson to approve agenda, supported by Bill Green. Agenda Approved.

3. Audience Participation

4.  Board Member Term Determination (Att. #2)

· 4 members from each county, 3 year terms which need to be staggered, 1,2,or 3 years. Ralph suggested they take the issue back to their respective counties for discussion and come back next month with timeframes for members.  
· Stipend for Board members: The PA 500 Bill does allow for payment of a stipend for OPB members. The stipend could be $25 per meeting (similar to Washtenaw), recommended to the regional board for approval.

· Motion by Ralph Tillotson, supported by Charles Coleman to recommend a stipend be paid to members. 

Discussion-Ralph asked about mileage in addition to or instead of the stipend.  Discussion of submitting for mileage instead of a flat rate stipend. Bill Green proposed $40. Discussion. Some members may already be receiving a stipend from their own CMH. 

· Motion to propose a stipend to the board with Charles having the ability to negotiate a rate up to $40.

5.  #5 PA2 Funding Requests-Project Lazarus training in Livingston County

· $2500 request to supplement the cost of this training. Initiative to enhance community awareness and address the heroin and overdoes issue. Nationally recognized program. Liv. Co. PA2 dollars.
· Motion by Dianne McCormick and supported by Bill Green to approve the request. Dianne spoke about the presentation that was done in Liv. Co. regarding this program. Goal to bring in SUD providers, hospital and medical clinic staff to coordinate care and replicate this program in Liv. County. Katie described the program and its goals and the goal to have all sectors of the community represented and then form coalitions and task forces to address opiate issues. 
· Request was passed by all. 

6. #6 Presentation by Jessica on the SUD dashboard. 
· Discussion of graphs and types of services and length of stay in services. Also discussion of early intervention consumers being separated from treatment services consumers. Discussion of how this data can be tied back to provider contracts. Discussion on how to improve data and capture services that are not being captured currently (ex. Transitional housing). 
7. CMHPSM Regional SUD Financial Report
· Marie presented the financial report. Less Medicaid revenue. Increased Healthy Michigan. Administrative costs are under budget. Operating income is positive ($259,302).

· Also presented County specific charts for YTD costs vs. budgeted amount.

8. Report from Regional Board

· C. Coleman:   The Regional Board approved Mary’s position and appointed a search committee for her successor. Also approved was a contract with a data analytics firm. Positions previously shared with WCHO were presented as new CMHPSM positions that will be revisited at the next meeting as more information was requested. 
9. SUD Director Updates- see attachment

· Marci presented on a recent state meeting. The State formed a committee to examine the recovery coach and certified peer roles, currently separate but there is a goal to have integrated training for both. Continue with CCAR training and then have an additional one day training.  

· Discussion of services for those currently funded by MDOC.  

New RFP for ROSC providers and a new provider monitoring tool is being developed. Also working on a brochure for all services across the region.

A new methadone provider has requested a state license and is opening a clinic in Washtenaw County. It is owned by a national company Pinnacle Treatment Centers. They could be asked to come to OPB and present and then OPB could offer comment to the State.
